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2. Participation 
 

The Tour de PEI as a WE 2.2 event on the UCI Calendar is reserved for senior female 

athletes, born before 1991 by invitation only. Athletes who are 18 (second year junior) 

who have authorization from the country that issued their license can participate. See UCI 

rule 2.1.005 

 

 

As per article 2.1.005 of the UCI regulations, the event is open to the following teams: 

¶ UCI teams 

¶ Mixed teams: teams made up of riders belonging to UCI teams whose team is not 

taking part. A mixed team must clearly be labelled as such in all documents 

relating to the race it is taking part in. 

¶ National teams (made up of riders of the same nationality) 

¶ Regional and Club teams  

 

Riders belonging to a UCI team cannot belong to another team, with the exception of 

national teams, according to the following conditions:  

o The team must race with the national jersey 

o Its riders must have written agreement from their team 

o The riders' UCI team must not be taking part 

 

As per article 2.2.003 of the UCI regulations, teams must be formed of a minimum four 

(4) and a maximum six (6) riders. 

 
 

2.1 Entries 
 

Team entry forms must comply with article 1.2.048 of UCI rules. 

 

These requests must be made via the organization's website (for initial entries) or by mail 

using the official entry forms distributed by the UCI. At least 20 days before the event, 

the invited racer must send back to the organizer the original and three copies of the duly 

completed form. 72 hours before the race start, sporting groups must fax the organizer the 

entry form with the names of the starting riders and two replacements.

6.1 Hard-shell Helmets 
 

At all times during warm-up and the event itself, as soon as a racer rides his/her bicycle, 

they must wear a well-fitting helmet, which meets the following norms:

US CPSC standard

Or equivalent 

 

6.2 Clothing 
 

Racers belonging to a team must wear uniform clothing, which conforms entirely to UCI 

rules. 
 
6.3 International License 
 

All athletes and followers in the race, apart from accredited journalists and invited guests 

of honour, must hold a valid UCI recognized license for the current year. 
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6.4 Different jerseys 
 

There are 4 distinctive jerseys:  

         

¶ Yellow - Time classification   Cumulative time    

¶ Red - Best sprinter classification   Points during intermediate sprints and

      stage finishes 

¶ Polka dot - Best climber classification Points during the mountain grand prix 

¶ Blue - Best Canadian    Best Canadian in GC 

  

Each classification leader must wear the corresponding distinctive jersey, respecting the 

order of precedence defined above. 

 

In the event of a tie, the tiebreak will be determined by UCI stage race rules. 

 

6.5 Time-Trial starting order 
 

The order will be the reverse order of the General Classification from Stage #1 in 

Summerside on Sunday. Riders must be present at the starting point at least 15 minutes 

before the planned starting time. 

 

6.6 Road bikes for time trial 
 

For security reasons, no time trial bikes or time trial accessories (helmet, bars, wheels, 

etc.) will be allowed for the time trial. All athletes must use their UCI compliant road 

bike for the race. 

 

6.7 Sign-in and Leaving the race 
 

Sign-in will take place before each stage, with the exception of the time-trial. The control 

will open one (1) hour before the start and end ten (10) minutes before the actual start of 

the race. All competitors must sign or are liable to be fined. The sporting director must 

advise the commissaire of any non-starters.  

 

The sporting director and/or the athlete herself must advise a race official upon 

abandoning the race. She must immediately remove her race number and not cross the 

finish line. 

 

6.8 Specific rules - Criterium - Charlottetown 
 

In the event of a recognized accident, the athlete has the right to a free lap. The problem 

must be verified by a race official; otherwise the free lap will not be given. The athlete 

must report to the breakdown area close to the finish line. A rider who is granted a free 

lap must return to the race in the position held at the time of the mishap. A rider who was 

in the group shall return at the rear of the same group the next time around. A rider 

returning to the race after a free lap shall be ineligible for sprint prizes or time bonuses 

for one lap thereafter. No lap will be granted within the last five kilometres of the race, 

but a breakdown vehicle will follow the pack. 
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Riders who are lapped by the pack during the Charlottetown stage must leave the course 

the next time they cross the start/finish line. They must report to the judge at the finish 

line to signal their withdrawal from the race.  

Riders lapped after the 25th lap will be ranked according to the time reached by the 

following calculation: 

Time at last lap completed + 1 minute 30 seconds for every unfinished lap. 

N.B. All athletes finish on the same lap as the stage winner.

given for these sprints. Before the race begins, the announcer will explain how much 

money will be awarded for the sprints. 

 

6.10 Time limit before elimination 
 

Taking into account the characteristics of each stage, the finishing time limits have been 

set as follows: 20% of the winnerôs time for Stage #1 and #5 and 25% of the winnerôs 

time for Stage #3 and #4. The time limit may, in exceptional circumstances, be increased 

by the Commissaires' Panel in agreement with the organizer according to the article 

2.6.032.  
 

6.11 Following vehicles 
 

Only one vehicle per team will be admitted to the race.  

 

For a vehicle to be permitted to join the caravan, the vehicle and driver must have been 

identified at the meeting of sporting directors. The driver must have a UCI license, 

licence, and insurance for the vehicle. For all stages except the time-trial, vehicles must 

match the dimensions allowed by the rules, i.e. 1.6 m, otherwise they will be placed at the 

back of cars responding to the 2.2.032 norms. 

 

No vehicle apart from those belonging to race officials or the race director may cross the 

finish line. Team vehicles must use the side road provided and return directly to the car 

park provided for this purpose. 

 

As soon as a team has fewer than 3 riders its vehicle will no longer take part in the race; 

the neutral service car will cover the athletes who remain in the race. 

 

6.12 Feeding 
 

Feeding distributed from vehicles will be allowed under UCI rules for Stage #1 from 50 

km until 79 km and on Stage #3 and Stage #4 from 50 km until 100 km. 

 

Feeding will be made available in the Feeding Area for Stage #1, Stage #3 and Stage #4. 

There will be no feeding for the Charlottetown criterium.  

 

Each team may have a maximum of two representatives in this area. These 

representatives must wear the team's jersey and the accreditation provided by the 

organization.  
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6.13 Incidents occurring in the last three kilometres of a stage 
 

In the event of a fall, puncture, or other reported incident in the last three kilometres, the 

rider(s) involved in the accident will be credited with the time(s) of the rider(s) they were 

with at the moment of the accident. Their final ranking will be determined by crossing the 

finish line. This does not apply to the time-trial finish on Stage #2. 

 

6.14 Protocol and Banquets 
 

The top three finishers, the leaders of general classifications, and any athlete chosen by 

the organizer must report to protocol following the stagesô conclusion. 

 

The ceremony will begin within 15 minutes of the arrival of the first 10 riders. Riders 

receiving a trophy must remain in the podium area after crossing the finishing line. Any 

athlete selected for the awards ceremony who fails to report within the allotted time will 

have their prize withdrawn. 
 

It is absolutely forbidden for athletes to wear helmets or sunglasses during the 

awards ceremony. Those who do so are liable to have their prizes withdrawn. 

 

Riders receiving a trophy who have been chosen for a drugs test will undergo the test 

after the awards ceremony. 

 

All banquets are mandatory for all teams. Those who fail to take part are liable to be 

fined. 

 

6.15 Anti-doping 
 

There may be anti-doping controls at the end of each stage. They would take place in the 

assigned trailer near the finish line. The list of athletes selected for the control and exact 

location of the anti-doping trailer will be displayed at the finish.  

 

6.16 Appeals 
 

It will be possible to appeal a position in the classifications up until one hour before the 

start of the next stage. This appeal must be lodged with the judge at the finishing line who 

will always be at the sign-in. All appeals concerning final classification should be made 

no more than 15 minutes after the final results have been displayed. 

 

6.17 Distributing results 
 

A copy of complete results will be given to teams at the headquarters. An additional copy 

will also be available right up until the start of the next local stage. 
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6.18 Awards 
 

In accordance with article 1.2.112 of the UCI rules, the following riders must attend the 

official awards ceremony: 

¶ The first three (3) of the stage 

¶ The leaders of the following secondary classifications: General Classification,       

Top sprinter, Top climber, Top Canadian  

 

The riders will present themselves at the podium in a time limit of maximum ten (10) 

minutes after crossing the finish line.
